Pasdec to build elevated slipway across Kuantan By-pass and to extend the dual-carriage access road to its Pasdec Damansara Project.

Pasdec Holdings Berhad (“Pasdec”) via its subsidiary Pasdec Corporation Sdn. Bhd will spend approximately RM8.0 million to build elevated slipway across Kuantan By-pass and to extend the dual-carriage access road to its Pasdec Damansara Project in Bandar Damansara, Kuantan of which approximately RM1.0 million will be spent on landscaping of the access and Phase 1 of the project.
Pasdec Damansara sited on 535 acres of freehold land strategically located by the side of Kuantan By-pass and accessible from the T-junction at kilometer 20 of Kuantan By-pass by a dual-carriage access road. The project’s expected Gross Development Value(GDV) is RM715 million.
“With the completion of  the upgrading of Kuantan By-pass into a dual-carriage way, home buyers only take  a mere 10 minutes drive directly to the town centre via this bypass and can now expect an appreciation in capital value of their property,” said Yusof Ali Mohamed Zain, the Group Managing Director of Pasdec.  On the U-turn to Kuantan, Jabatan Kerja Raya(JKR) has approved the proposed elevated slipway across Kuantan By-pass to facilitate Kuantan-bound vehicles to exit directly from the T-junction of Bandar Damansara. Construction of this elevated Slipway is expected to start in 2009 and the cost will be shared out with two other developers of Bandar Damansara, he added.
The project was launched in July 2006 to fuel demand of home buyers looking for freehold landed property in Kuantan’s prime location.

According to him, the first phase of project which is 90 % completed comprises of 187 units of two variations of 2-storey link homes of which 65% are sold, and 1 ½ - storey link homes, of which 50% are sold. The later which offers a 4 bedroom + loft and 3 bathroom is very practical particularly for larger families. Notwithstanding the layout, these units are affordably priced to cater the need of migrant buyers and young families.
“Phase 1 residents will be able to enjoy a scenic drive home on a tree-lined dual-carriage road and a big children playground, fully landscaped and equipped with paved walkway, shelter and children playing equipment” added Yusof Ali. “It is a precincted development based on the concept of “Home in a park”. Each precinct is surrounded by a green zone and linearly linked to a 35 acres Lake Park,” 
Pasdec Damansara is earmarked for affluent local and outstation investors seeking a property that offers better quality lifestyle in terms of surrounding, home design and amenities. The township is intricately planned with generous of green zone area, landscape linear parks and a 1.6 km long waterway that is connected to a central lake park. Built on an elevated land, the harmonious “Feng Shui” elements of hill and water compliment the project. 

“Apart from the amenities provided, Pasdec is also concern about the security and safety of the residents. Pasdec will provide security guards to patrol the project area free of charge for 3 years. Arrangement is being made with the Royal Police Force (PDRM) to establish a Beat Base within the Phase 1 precinct,” said Ir Samsudin Ishak, the Project General Manager. According to him, on the infrastructure, the water supply and sewerage system in Bandar Damansara is centralized and jointly developed by 3 developers of this township at a cost of RM14.0 million on a cost-sharing basis. The centralized system is 85% completed and is also scheduled to be completed in June 2008.

The Future phase of development will include semi-detached, cluster homes and bungalows, which is expected to be launched in 2009.
Apart from Damansara Project, Pasdec has launched various developments in Pahang ranging from low-medium cost houses to high-end condominiums and bungalows. Among Pasdec’s flagship projects include the recently launched freehold properties in Bandar Putra, and Baluk Perdana project in Bandar Baru Gebeng, both in Kuantan.
